Labour Library Row rumbles�Former Anchorsholme Councillor Jon Bamborough has demanded an enquiry into the spending of Ward Based Budgets by senior Labour Councillors including Labour Leader Cllr. Blackburn. In recent months, an amount of £20,000 was promised for spending not in his Brunswick Ward but in Park Ward. The money was earmarked for Library books even though the Library had already had its closure order signed. 


Only 12 lucky Brunswick residents will benefit from their 2010/11 ward budget at a rate of £1,666 per person


Membership of Boundary is very low: there are 46 times more members of Layton than Boundary


There are over 20 times more Brunswick residents that are members of Layton than members of Boundary


Giving £20,000 to Boundary is the equivalent of around 5,000 new books: 9 new paperback novels or just over a bottle of Bollinger champagne per member


Boundary library will be overflowing with books, but have no members to read them�It now appears though that Brunswick Ward doesn’t actually have any of their budget left.
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Jon & Gill would like to see the return of the good old fashioned Park Keeper.
