Fix the Promenade NOW!!!

It is an absolute disgrace and totally unacceptable that Blackpool Council is refusing to repair and make the promenade safe. When work started to remove the Riverdance ship, we were told the insurance company would pay for ALL the costs involved. 
Did local Conservative Councillors hide the truth from us?
When it was discovered that the Riverdance ran aground directly on top of a wastewater and sewage outfall pipe, contracts should have been triple checked. 
That is a matter for United Utilities. 
The contractors who repaired the pipe should have put right the damage they did to the prom area before they left. Getting paid for the contract is a matter for them; local residents should not have to run the risk of flooding, while insurance companies and legal teams have their battles (while running up their own expenses).

The prom was often flooded by high tides and covered in rubbish washed over by large waves. That was before 300 feet of the lower wall was smashed up to suit the Riverdance removal contractors.
That wall has to be repaired before the high tides and strong winds in October as an absolute minimum. That would have been in the contract before any work commenced, had we still been Anchorsholme Councillors.
As Councillors, we worked hard for Anchorsholme residents; sadly one Conservative Councillor only attends approx one meeting every six months.

You can re-elect two hard working Lib Dem Councillors next May, but meanwhile we will campaign for you to get the vital repairs completed.
